If individuals prefer to go into town in groups, cab charges will run approximately $2.50 
to $3.00.

If you wish to reserve one, the 
charge is $2.50 per night. If you wish to reserve a space at the dock, the charge is $2.50 per 
night including electricity, regardless of overall length. Maximum draft 5' to S^'^Make your 
reservations for these services directly with Mrs. Palmer no later than June 1st.
