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If protest is necessary:

1. Immediately display the red flag in the starboard rigging.

2. Verbally inform the Race Committee on the Committee Boat 
immediately after crossing the finish line.

3. Leave a brief written summary with the Race Committee who 
on Friday will be at the Maidstone Marina and on Saturday 
at the Shelter Island Yacht Club. Remain within ear shot 
of the public address system to hear where and when the 
protest meeting will be held. The Chairman of the protest 
committee will announce the time and place of the meeting.

1. Government marks may be disregarded, except for those marking the 
course being sailed.

2. In case of thick weather, yachts rounding course marks must see 
and identify each mark being rounded. It is not sufficient to 
assume that a mark has been rounded by the yacht's presumed position.

3. Yachts are not to pass between the Ruins and Gardiner's Island.

AT FINISH

1. Identification number is to be displayed a half mile from the finish 
line and faced toward the Committee Boat so that it may be clearly 
seen. See instructions on back of yellow number card.

2. TIME LIMIT: Regardless of time of start, the time limit for each
class will expire at 5:00 P.M. If any yacht finishes by that time,
it is a race for her class. However, the Race Committee Boat will
not remain on station after 6:00 P.M. Yachts finishing after that 
time should take their own time and report it to the Race Committee 
Chairman as soon as possible.

3. FINISH LINE - NOTE CHANGE: In the event of a very slow race, when 
finishing the prescribed course is certainly impossible, the Race 
Committee may elect (but will not guarantee) to establish a finish 
line at the last turning mark of the prescribed course. That is, 
the Ruins the first day, or N"2" off Sag Harbor the second day.

4. On Friday, if the Race Committee Boat SUNFLOWER cannot reach the 
finish line at Three Mile Harbor in time, the finish line will be 
established by LOUBENVAR, a 38-foot white sport fisherman with 
flying bridge, Ben V. Harrison, Jr., Captain.

PROTEST

A member of the Race Committee will be aboard the Committee Boat to
observe any infraction of the rules, should they occur.

NAYRU rules shall apply throughout the race, except when meeting non­
racing boats, at which time Rules of the Road shall govern. The racing 
rules are concise and easy to learn. Your familiarity with them will 
make for a better race for everyone.

2. Yachts not starting must keep well clear of the starting area until 
after the warning signal for their class.
